WHY IS IT IMPORTANT TO REPORT 
HATE INCIDENTS?

A hate incident is where someone has been 
targeted because they are believed to be different 
and it was motivated by:

age, disability, race, gender or gender identity, 
religion/belief, or sexual orientation (homophobia).

You. Or your brother, sister, mum, dad, daughter, 
son, husband, wife, girlfriend, boyfriend, auntie, 
uncle, cousin, niece, nephew, nan, grandad, 
friend, neighbour, or work colleague. In other 
words, anyone.

Harassment
Graffiti or damage to property 
Threatening behaviour 
Offensive telephone calls or texts 
Hate mail or email 
Physical assault 
Verbal abuse
Bullying at school/college or in the workplace
Bullying via social networking sites.

We want everyone to feel safe at home, at work or 
school/college and on the streets of North Devon. 
Only by recording incidents can we build up a 
complete picture of hate incidents in the area and 
do something to stop it. 

If you or someone you know has been the victim 
of a hate incident, we want to know about it.

CAN ANYONE REPORT A HATE 
INCIDENT?

WHO IS A THIRD PARTY?

As the information may include personal 
information, eg: name and address, we may need 
the permission of the victim to use or share it. 

If contact details have been provided (victim, 
witness or third party) you will be contacted to 
discuss the incident further and offered support. 

If the victim chooses not to give consent for their 
personal information to be shared, then the 
information about the incident will only be used for 
monitoring purposes.
